hand-cut into small squares, mounted on a magnetic base,
built up to type high, then letterpress printed on a
Vandercook SP20. Some of the magnetic squares were
removed during the printing process, while others were
left to continue reprinting, repeatedly hitting the same
registration point. This caused a gradual build up of ink
on the page, as additional layers of ink were added with
each impression. New colors of ink were periodically
added to the rollers during printing in order to create a
more varied color scheme throughout the edition. This
was one two experimental broadside print runs that
proved this process durable enough for a future book
edition. The paper is Rives Heavyweight. The C & C
Press logo was printed using a photopolymer plate.
“C & C Press LLC” was letterpress printed using Extra
Condensed Poster Gothic wood type.
